Features of the program include academic, vocational, and physical education; effective education; formal and informal counseling; and social and recreational opportunities.  Residential placement is possible on a part-time basis. The program works to provide a structured, supportive, supervised environment for all students, using behavioral management techniques and the development of a consistent milieu.
