ASD usually offers several summer programs:

The 6-week SUMMER SCHOOL/WORK PROGRAM (SYETP-Summer Youth Employment and Training Program) is for students 14-21 years of age who are eligible to attend classes in the morning and participate in a part-time work experience in the afternoon.  (Monday-Friday)  Job placement is available at ASD and within the local community.  Students are paid for attendance at school and at work.

The 4-week SUMMER SCHOOL/RECREATION PROGRAM is for students ages 8-21 years, from the Greater Hartford area.  Students attend classes Monday-Thursday mornings and participate in a recreation program in the afternoon.  Scholarships are usually available.

The 2-week DAY CAMP (Mon. - Fri.; 9-12) is a recreational program for deaf and hard of hearing children 4-8 years of age and their friends.  A fee is involved.

CAMP ISOLA BELLA is located in Salisbury, Connecticut.  This is ASD’s resident summer camp for deaf and hard of hearing children and youths ages 6-19.  Students from ASD, other public and private schools in Connecticut and out of state residents may attend.  There are one and two-week sessions for different age groups.  Hearing siblings are welcome.  The program offers a wide range of educational and recreational activities, both on the island and in the surrounding area.

	Each summer for four weeks, NTD invites deaf people from the U.S.A. and abroad to participate in the PROFESSIONAL THEATRE SCHOOL.  A faculty composed of top talent from the professional stage, the NTD Company, and the academic world, instruct the students in acting, directing, costume design, storytelling, movement and dance, workshop techniques, play reading, and improvisation.  A grant to the NTD by the Department of Education’s Special Education Branch provides full scholarships to a specific number of eligible students.

Parallel to the theatre school, runs the DEAF THEATRE CONFERENCE, set up to encourage playwriting among deaf writers.  The playwrights attend relevant courses of the Professional Theatre School and work with professional directors.  Staged readings are held at the end of the conference.

During this time, NTD also presents four storytelling hours on consecutive Sunday afternoons on the grounds of the Meeting House in Chester.  The performances are free and open to the public.  Audiences usually bring picnic lunches and lawn chairs.  Call or write for dates.

	During the summer, Soundbridge provides a variety of services to hearing impaired students within and beyond the Soundbridge region:

Small GROUP INSTRUCTION for pre-school children, elementary and secondary students for four weeks in July.  All classes use the auditory/oral method of instruction and are designed to maintain and extend verbal and  academic skills.

Individual TUTORIAL SERVICES for all school age children in the area of auditory training, speech, language  and academic subjects according to individual needs, during the months of July and August.  Services can be rendered at the home or at the Stillman School in Wethersfield.

Free summer PARENT EDUCATION and support services for parents and infants in the month of July.  Parents of children who are too young to attend a pre-school class can attend weekly sessions with their children at the Stillman School.  The sessions focus on the development of communication skills in the very young deaf and hard of hearing child.
